4 This Act may be cited as the “Poison Center Network

5 Enhancement Act of 2019,

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“(B) PUBLIC HEALTH EMERGENCY.—Not-
withstanding any previous waivers, in the case
of a poison control center whose acereditation is
affected by a public health emergency declared
pursuant to section 319, the Secretary may, as
the circumstances of the emergency reasonably
require, provide a waiver under paragraph (1)
or a renewal under paragraph (2), not to exceed
2 years. The Secretary may require quarterly
reports and other information related to such a

waiver or renewal under this paragraph.”;

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“(h) BIENNIAL REPORT TO CONGRESS.—Not later

than 2 years after the date of enactment of the Poison
Center Network Enhancement Act of 2019, and every 2
yvears thereafter, the Secretary shall submit to the Com-
mittee on Health, Education, Labor, and Pensions of the
Senate and Committee on Energy and Commerce of the
House of Representatives a report concerning the oper-
ations of, and trends identified by, the Poison Control

Network. Such report shall include—

“(1) deseriptions of the activities carried out
pursuant to sections 1271, 1272, and 1273, and the
alignment of such activities with the purposes pro-
vided under subsection (a);

“(2) a deseription of trends in volume of con-
tacts to poison control centers;

“(3) a description of trends in poisonings and
toxic exposures reported to poison control centers, as
applicable and appropriate;

“(4) an assessment of the impact of the public
awareness campaign, including any geographic vari-
ations;

“(5) a description of barriers, if any, preventing
poison control centers from achieving the purposes
and programs under this section and sections 1271

and 1272;
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1 “(6) a description of the standards for accredi-
tation described in subsection (¢), including any
variations in those standards, and any efforts to cre-
ate and maintain consistent standards across organi-
zations that aceredit poison control centers; and

“(7) the number of and reason for any waivers
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provided under subsection (d).”.
